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Activities at a glance

Summary of our regulatory activities in December 2020.
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Key enforcement actions

An enforceable undertaking submitted by Narrabri Coal Pty Ltd (NCPL) and Narrabri Coal Operations Pty
Ltd (NCO) under the Mining Act was rejected on the 3 December 2020 due to the seriousness of the
conduct of alleged and the collective merits of the initiatives proposed. The Regulator has published
reasons for rejecting the enforceable undertaking.

On 7 December 2020 the Resources Regulator accepted a WHS enforceable undertaking given by
Springvale Coal Pty Ltd. The undertaking relates to an incident which occurred on 5 February 2019 at
Springvale Colliery where a worker suffered a serious injury after being struck on the ankle by a bow

shackle when a RUD link failed during a towing operation to move a damaged armoured face conveyor
(AFC) chain. Further information is available on our website.

On 14 December 2020 Tony Glenn Cummings was sentenced in the District Court of NSW in relation to a
section 32 offence relating to the breach of section 21 of the Work Health and Safety Act 2011. The
matter relates to the death of Mark Siegel at Lightning Ridge on 4 November 2016. The Regulator has
published an animation related to the incident on our website.

Safety incidents of note

AN Anoperator at an underground metals mine activated a self-contained self-rescue (SCSR) unit
& that was near the end of its life as part of a training exercise. The operator pulled the pin on the
SCSR unit to activate the oxygen and the unit ignited. The operator removed the unit from their neck
and dropped it to the ground, where it caught on fire. The fire was extinguished, and the operator was
not injured. Mine operators should maintain regular frequent testing of self-rescue units. When
excessive failures occur, the entire batch of self-rescuers should be removed from service. The
outcomes of this incident need to be considered when using self-rescuers for training exercises.

@ A contract tyre fitter at an open cut coal mine was in the process of installing a tyre when the
tyre and rim components shifted horizontally and trapped the tyre fitter's fingers between the
lock ring and bead seat band. Mine operators should review their safety management systems for
removing and fitting tyres. Mine operators should ensure that:

e potential pinch points associated with the task are identified

e appropriate controls are implemented to eliminate the potential of injury associated with pinch
points when removing and fitting tyres

e correct tooling is provided for the job.

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Proactive and reactive safety assessments

Proactive assessments include targeted assessments and planned inspections. Assessments conducted
in response to incident notifications, targeted interventions, high risk activity notifications and action
requests are reported as reactive assessments.

In December 2020, 44% of all site and desktop safety assessments were proactive. Of the 126 site
assessments conducted, 83% were proactive.

Rehabilitation security deposit review

Our inspectors regularly assess the surface disturbance (or proposed disturbance) of a mine or
exploration site to calculate the security deposit. This is known as the assessed deposit. Once the
assessed deposit is determined, we advise the Mining, Exploration and Geoscience (part of Regional
NSW), who vary the condition of the title and seek the additional funds - or in the case of satisfactory
rehabilitation, returns some or all of the security deposit.

In December 2020, we assessed 12 mining title and nine exploration security deposits held for rehabilitation.
