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Plant used in the hazardous zone

Issue: There have been a number of instances where electrical plant manufactured and supplied for
use, and in use, at underground coal mines has not complied with the issued certificate of conformity.

Plant used in a hazardous zone in an underground coal mine must comply with the requirements of
clause 78 of the Work Health and Safety (Mines and Petroleum Sites) Regulation 2014, which requires
the plant to be explosion protected.

Plant that is explosion protected must have a valid certificate of conformity issued by an independent
certification body that confirms that the item of plant complies with the requirements of the explosion
protection level sought against the relevant standard.

Mine operators at an underground coal mine must not purchase explosion-protected plant from a
supplier unless the plant has a valid certificate of conformity and sufficient information is provided to
verify that the explosion-protected properties of the plant comply with the certificate of conformity.

The failure of explosion-protected properties in an underground coal mine introduces the potential for
catastrophic consequences, such as explosion, if exposed to a methane-enriched environment.
